[image: ] Safe2Tell wants to equip our community with a direct way to report concerns anonymously.
[image: ] Safe2Tell empowers those who have the intention to help, prevent or protect to make a difference.

We know that students often know about mental health concerns or safety concerns about their peers before adults do. We encourage students to be advocates for their community and be part of keeping everyone safe. Safe2Tell always encourages students to talk to a trusted adult first when they these concerns. However, we know it isn't always easy for students to speak up. Safe2Tell is a resource that was created to provide an anonymous way for students to make reports any time, any day.


What do parents need to know about Safe2Tell?

· Parents can make a report themselves as well as with/on behalf of their child(ren)
· After submitting a report, a Safe2Tell analyst will always answer a report with their name and ask follow-up questions. When submitting reports online Please wait and engage in a conversation to help fill in any details.
· Safe2Tell is the go between or middleman in order to get information from a reporter to the appropriate local school and law enforcement personnel.






Important Things to Note:
· Safe2Tell cannot notify the Reporting Party of the report outcome due to an anonymity of the program. All outcome information is private and autonomous to Safe2Tell.
· If you have previously reported the situation to your school staff and are not satisfied with the outcome, Safe2Tell is not able to enforce a different outcome. Please find the venue within your school district for escalating these concerns.
· Safe2Tell is not a resource for keeping a “record” of your school or child’s history.
· Reports about youth in other states and countries are accepted by Safe2Tell. Please use Community at Large as the school/location.
